Schools are able to use the finance to support learners within small groups and resource
programs that might further develop core curriculum areas. St Mary's will implement a combination of both.
Testing data will be used to target groups and we will further purchase books for our leveled literacy intervention
program. We hope to support as many learners throughout the year as possible.

Thank you to all of our families for
accommodating this. All staff will be taking part in the first day of our Visible Learning journey! We look forward
to putting into action our learning in the near future!
